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reset these systems so that
all of them can be
autonomous and follow the
original instructions of a
human being. One can do
this easily by simply being in
Natural Law or, as a game,
use hypnosis or some other
facility to reset these human
systems.

KC: For those who are
ready to live the life they
want, where do they start? 

DD: The word “want”
implies that we don’t have
something, that we live in

show up in our life.
DD: I would call it the invi-

tation of moving a resource.
And the source of that
resource is you. And the
mechanism to create the
space for visibility of that
resource is you. There you
are the key and the lock, the
left hand and the right hand.

You desire the water
and yourself to come togeth-
er visibly. So from the desire
to be with what you intrinsi-
cally are already, you turn
the handle on the faucet.
The faucet is the mechanism
that knows how to invite the
movement of the water and
the water flows. 

The water isn’t coming to

fill your empty cup but to be
with you in a visible way. You
are the water, not the glass.
So don’t measure the glass,
but drink the water, for that
is what it and you are here
for.
