today needs positive change and it involves
letting go of the old. Letting go of things like
fear-mongering politics, the old way of school-
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ing children, the old legal systems, all those
old systems are not keeping up with the way
humans are operating,

If we let go of the old, we could just ac-
knowledge that these are all dinosaur systems
and harmoniously and smoothly transition
into new ways. A lot of people aren’t acknowl-
edging that these old systems aren’t working,
so it’s going to be that they just fall and are
replaced with something new.

During that interim time there is going to
be some reorganization and confusion and
people will think it is the equivalent of Arma-
geddon. But it really isn’t. Michael is here to
oversee that and to keep us peaceful, to pro-
tect us, to make sure our needs are met.
