Certainly they do,
but when people really get lit
up in my workshops is when
they realize, ‘Oh my gosh,
that’s why I do what I do!’
People are transformed
when they understand why
they keep feeling certain
ways, or why they keep

attracting certain types of
people into their life.

“But this is not a head-
thing. When you begin
learning to read faces, there
is a stage you go through
trying to remember what a
nose or chin means, but
pretty soon you throw that
away. You come back inside
and it’s almost like you can
read someone’s frequency;

you learn to meet people
where they are. And then,
when you look in the mirror
you’re not so self-blameful.
People tell me, ‘I finally have
permission to be myself. I
am not blaming myself for
who I am anymore.’

“To me, face reading is
about getting out of your
own way; about not taking
yourself so seriously. It’s
about knowing that you
have certain feelings because
it’s your nature. 

“People are just like
plants. Somebody is sup-

difficult or wonderful. This
work frees people to be their
authentic selves. If you are
the authentic, integrated ver-
sion of yourself, then you
live your life with joy.

“It’s a confusing place, this
planet, and we get all kinds
of messages about what
we’re supposed to do here.
We struggle all our lives to
discover or rediscover who
we were meant to be, to find
the fullest expression of who

posed to be a pine tree and
someone else a willow tree
and someone else a red-
wood. If the willow tree is
trying to be a pine tree
because her parents and
friends are pine trees, and if
she’s blaming herself for not
being able to grow needles,
then she’s never going to be
happy in life, she’s never
going to be anything but
stressed. This is about mov-
ing beyond the small self
and the personality we are
so locked into, the filters we
see the world through, and
into understanding why, as a
willow tree, I perceive some-
one else as good or bad or

we were meant to be. Face
reading hands this self-dis-
covery to us on a plate. It’s
amazingly eloquent and
breaktakingly beautiful.”
