important to understand is
because everything is one,
and everything is connected.
The projection is simply
symbolic of what is going on
underneath the surface. 

Most people think that
their conscious mind is
what’s important. But they
don’t understand that the
power of the mind that really
moves them is the part of
the mind which is behind
the scenes. 

There is a great secret of
perception that most people
don’t understand, but it is
articulated very well in A
Course in Miracles, which is
teaching the same things
today as Jesus was two thou-
sand years ago. What people
don’t know is that the way
you feel about yourself, the
way that you experience
yourself and even your own
identity as you believe it to
be, is established by the way
that you look at other peo-
ple. The kind of forgiveness
the Course teaches is in har-
mony with perfect oneness,
and undoes separation in
the mind. It actually undoes
the separation that’s in the
unconscious mind and
allows the Holy Spirit, if you
will, to heal and undo that
which is preventing us from
experiencing our oneness. 

It is the experience of
oneness — and only that
experience — that can make
us happy and make us feel
full and whole and complete.

Judith: But what if you
look at other people with
awe and respect but you
don’t look at yourself that
way?

Gary: Everyone has times
when they blame themselves.
When they’re beating them-
selves up, remember this for-
giveness thought process.
This is especially useful for
those who have a habit of
blaming themselves. I am
immortal spirit. This body is
just an image. It has nothing
to do with what I am. 

Judith: You said in your
book that people need to
remove the blocks of the
awareness of who they
really are. How do you do
that?

Gary: The fastest way to
do this is this is to change
the way you think about
other people because your
unconscious mind will trans-
late that into what you are
thinking about yourself.
Remember that very impor-
tant law of the mind from A
Course in Miracles: as you
see Him you will see your-
self. This is wholeness that
doesn’t change. The truth is
that you are perfect oneness
with God.

Judith: Your work
encompasses it all: how
to find peace of mind,
what is behind the
search for self-develop-
ment, who we really
are...

Gary: It’s not me, it’s the
thought system of Jesus,
which is basically the
thought system of The
Course, and it doesn’t
leave you with a bunch of
unanswered questions. It
really does cover every-
thing — why the universe
is the way it is, why people
behave the way that they
do — it answers all the big
questions and that is why I
love to teach it. I feel very
lucky to be able to go out
and share all these ideas
with other people.

I have been the receptionist for a group of
radio stations here in the Seattle market for
the past 11 years.

I think of myself as floating down a river
and I keep looking into different possibilities
for my book. I have written letters for possible
merchandising and contacted anyone I think
of who can help get my book out to the uni-
verse. Not only has it been satisfying to have
accomplished the publishing of my book, but
now I am getting the bonus of hearing what
children say about “Clearwater Girl.” 

The icing on the cake is that so many adults
have asked me how I have done all of this,
and I am able to encourage others to go for
their dreams. So, when all is said and done, I
feel I am the one benefiting from being able to
help others. I am currently working on my sec-
ond book, “Sarah and the Golden Earring.”
